From August 2nd
through August 20th, the Columbus
High School gym will be closed for
resurfacing. This $24,000 project will
be made possible by several gener-
ous donors in conjunction with funds
from the Booster Club.

Stalker Flooring, out of Sheboygan,
WI, will be traveling to Marshfield to
complete the job. The resurfacing,
last performed in 1997, is quite a
task. First, the entire gym floor will
be sanded. Next, all the boards in
both free throw lanes will be re-
placed. Stalker will also examine
every other board in the floor and re-
place any broken or damaged boards
as the current floor has several dead
spots which are the result of dam-
aged boards.
